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This book analyses local politics and institutions and exam-
ines questions surrounding decentralisation, control over
natural resources, environmental justice and food security.
It does so through a range of case studies, on struggles for
land rights in Meghalaya, fishing communities in Mumbai,
a hydropower project in Kinnaur, the consequences of joint
forest-management in the Sunderbans and more.
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
